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11.2 Programme Delivery Mode

The methodology of instruction in the
distance learning mode in the University is
different from that of the conventional
regular courses. The system adopted for
this is more learner-oriented and the learner
is an active participant in the pedagogical
(teaching and learning) process. Most of the
instructions are imparted through distance
education methodology and face-to-face
mode as per the requirement.

The printed study material will be
dispatched periodically to the enrolled
students for each paper of study. These
materials will be as guide for the students
for effective learning The Assignments for
internal assessment shall also be
dispatched along with the study material.
Online modules are also available for some
of the courses. These are in progress and
as well as available, these will be available
on the website of the students for registered
candidates.

The counseling sessions will be of 30
days duration for a course in a year. The
actual schedule and place of contact
program shall be announce and
communicated to students in-time.

The programme delivery
methodology used in the distance learning
mode follows a multimedia approach for
instructions, which comprises:

« Self Instructional Written Material:
The printed study material (written in
self- instructional style) for both theory
and practical components of the
programmes is supplied to the learners
in batches for every course.

« Audio-Visual Material Aids: The
learning package contains audio and
video CDs which have been produced by
the University for better clarification and
enhancement of understanding of the
course material given to the learners. A
video programme is normally of 25-30
minutes duration. The video cassettes
are screened at the study centres during
specific sessions which are duly notified
for the benefit of the learners

« Counseling Sessions: Normally
counseling sessions are held as per
schedule drawn by the Study Centres.
These are mostly held outside the
regular working hours of the host

For project work, a
comprehensive project guide in the form
of a booklet is provided to the student
along-with the study materials.

11.3 EVALUATION SYSTEM

The system of evaluation in Open and
Distance Learning System is also different
from that of conventional system. CVRU
has a multi-tire system of evaluation.

1. Self-assessment exercises within each
unit of study.

2. Continuous evaluation mainly through
assignments which are tutor-marked,
practical assignments and
seminar/workshops/extended contact
programmes.

3. The term-end examinations.

4. Projectworks

The evaluation of learners depends upon
various instructional activities undertaken
by them. A learner has to write assignment
responses compulsorily before taking
term-end examination from time to time to
complete an academic programme. A
learner has to submit TMAresponses to the
CVRU IODE. A learner should keep
duplicate copies of assignment responses
of TMAthat may be required to be produced
at Student Evaluation Division on demand.
Term-end examination is conducted at
selected examination centers in December
and June.

For Bachelors' and Masters' degree
programmes, normally the assignments
carry 30% weightage.

11.5 Credit Structure

A credit point is a way of expressing the learning hours required to study a certain unit, in a
bocora course. Generally, one credit point is considered equivalent to about 30 learning
hours. These learning hours could mean the time you spend in face to face counseling, self
study, practical, assignment, project, participating in discussions on the topic, listening to
audios, viewing especially prepared videos, etc. That means for 2 credit points student has
to undertake 60 hours of learning per course & for 3 credit points student has to undertake

90 hours of learning.
